Mr. Evans burst on the scene in the spring of 2021 when he started video taping the
Trustee meetings. He gained heavy support as he organized the referendum for the Hagy
Farm development, before deciding to run for Etna Township Trustee...

During the campaign it was discovered that Mr. Evans had 3 bankruptcies, as well as
several civil judgments. He was going through a divorce at the time, and made the
decision to remain in his ex-wife's childhood home...several months of non-payments
went by before that was cleared up...

He was elected as a Trustee in November 2021, and took his seat in January of 2022,
being nominated by Rozland McKee to be the board president. In April of 2024 the other 2
Trustees removed Mr. Evans as President of the board. They mentioned Mr. Evans
treatment, an overload of emails, treating them as employees rather than equals. It was
during this time that Mr. Evans supporters asked him to “tone down his rhetoric as well.
The constant mention of the “corrupt former board” and not moving forward was also an
issue.

Mr. Evans started logging into security servers at all times of the day, watching
employees of the Township. This also occurred at the Township garage as well until an
exterior wire was removed to prevent surveillance from his home and phone.

During Mr. Evans tenure he has had an altercation with the zoning officer, walked out of a
meeting after 4 minutes, berated employees, and was on the phone with the former Fiscal
Officer as she accessed the Township bank account after leaving office 7 months prior.
